Living with poor alignment

Vasthu Sastra
By T. Selva

One of the biggest challenges when trying to inocoafe Vasthu Sastra principles is a house that is
oriented diagonally to the cardinal points of trempass. Such slanted properties will make it
difficult for occupants to follow Vasthu tips cldgebecause it prevents them from getting the true
north or south directions in their homes. This does mean, however, that dwellers of such
premises cannot observe Vasthu practices at adly Thn still follow the orientations but they will
have to make some compromises, particularly irditection of their beds, kitchens and altars.

Diagonal properties are those having their maimagce located in the north-east, south-east and
north-west. A south-west main entrance is a to@no in Vasthu because this quadrant is
inauspicious. Residents of properties with an exgdacing south-west will experience expenditure
that exceeds income and will not enjoy good hedithny people lament that they are having a
tough time trying to rearrange things in their gok houses. What one Vasthu follower did was to
slant his bed so that it aligned east to wesgdihis altar to face east. However, this made disé
layout uneasy and unpleasant.

| understand it can be challenging to follow Vasita diagonal house compared to those staying in
houses having their entrance in the north, soatst, @nd west. My advise to potential house buyers
would, if possible, try not to invest in a diagomabperty in the first place. If you have no choice
and end up with such a house, there are sevenastatgnts you will have to make. For instance,
Vasthu says the altar should face east but, iagodial property, you will be forced to have it fagi
north-east. In the case of the kitchen, which sthawrmally be located in the south-east and face
east when cooking, or north-west and face nortte hgain the dweller will not be able to follow
these directions. You will also find that in sucksraligned properties, the kitchen should be latate
in the centre of the house, adding further prestutiee house design. Another area the house owner
will not be able to correct at all is the placemehthe commode, which should face north and south
and never east or west. It will be virtually impibgs for occupants to follow this direction in mis-
aligned properties. Commodes that face other dnestwill have a great impact on the health of the
house’s occupants. Although such property owneliswai be able to draw the best out of the subtle
Vasthu energies, they can still opt for secondhwdtchoices in directions.

One example is that in a house facing north-ehstntaster bedroom should be in the south-west
location and when sleeping, the breadwinner shéadd north-east, northwest or south-east. If the
house faces north-west, the altar should be locatatie north-east quadrant and the images of
deities should face north-east. In a south-eashdabouse, the kitchen should be located in the
north-west quadrant and the dweller should facéhreest.
